Furthermore, its activities are extending into new areas of application in the flourishing fields of 
medical technology, service robotics, traffic management, globalization management, virtual product and 
process development, product manufacturing, process control and optimization, and safety, security and 
testing systems.  
 
The Institute's work is focused on methods and processes to improve productivity in product development 
and manufacture and convert these methods and processes into system solutions. This includes the 
conception and implementation of intelligent production tools and their integration into complex production 
plants. The objective of these services is to provide companies with support throughout the entire production 
process from the very beginning of a product idea through to its development, design and manufacture, and 
ultimately to product recycling. 
 
In addition to application-oriented research new technological solutions are being developed in close 
cooperation with industries.

Building links with Asian SMEs and Universities 

 
The I*PROMS Network of Excellence - through three of its members Cardiff University, Clausthal University 
of Technology and University of Patras, together with two associate partners King Mongkut's University of 
Technology Thonburi (Thailand) and Universiti Teknologi Malaysia - is helping strengthen collaboration 
between the EU and Asia as part of the EU's Asia IT&C initiative. 
 
The aim of the EAPSTRA (EurAsian Network for Product Lifecycle Support and Training) project is to 
facilitate EU - Asian research liaison and the transfer of European know-how in the area of Product Lifecycle 
Support and Training (Artificial Intelligence Tools, Computer Based Training, Intelligent Product Support 
Systems and Product Data Management) to Asian academia, research institutes and SMEs.   
 
In order to achieve these aims two Technology Demonstration Centres have been established in Malaysia 
and Thailand where two case-studies involving Asian SMEs will be undertaken, and a virtual network is 
being created in order to provide a forum for European experts to share their knowledge with organisations 
in Asia. These activities will be supported by a series of workshops given by European and Asian experts 
and attended by representatives from Asian SMEs, Universities and other interested parties.
